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The PCML Teletoolkit software package has been designed to enable users
of the PCML Teledrive, in conjunction with the ICL One Per Desk, or the
Merlin Tonto, to manipulate files on any of the available storage devices
and to also run programs from within the Teletoolkit.

A major advantage of the Teletoolkit is that it is not subject to the
limitations of only operating with two storage devices, ie L & R, as is the
OPD/Tonto base software. This is because the Teletoolkit can use any of
the storage device driver routines which are present in the system and
thus, in most cases, avoid the requirement of redirecting the L and R
microdrives.  The devices which are directly available are the two
microdrives (L & R), four disk drives (A,B,C & D), the RamDisk (E) and
the Hard disk (F).

If you do not have the Hard disk upgrade fitted to your Teledrive, you
will find that device F (the Hard disk) will not be recognised.

Accessing the Teletoolkit facilities.

When you load the Teletoolkit from the Applications menu, via the
Cartridge menu, you will find yourself in the Teletoolkit Main Menu, where
you should select the Disk utilities option. In the Disk utilities menu you
will find Format and L & R Redirection repeated. This is for the sake of
completeness. You should select the Directory option and the computer
will then prompt you for a drive. When you have entered the drive
identifier, press 'f1’ and the computer will then display the main Disk
Directory screen. Once at this screen the options shown at the bottom
of the screen may by selected by means of the function keys.

You should note that while in the Disk Directory it is possible to read
from microdrives at all times. In order to write to, delete or rename files
on a microdrive you will, however, have to redirect either the L or R
driver to a microdrive.
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The Teleloader has been designed by PCML to enable you to run
applications from a menu by means of a single keypress. This is similar
to the Top Level Menu, except that you use the alphabetic keys instead

of the numeric keys.

When loaded for the first time, Teleloader will check for a formatted
RamDisk and if necessary, format the RamDisk. Teleloader will then install
itself on the RamDisk as it will not remain in the memory once an
application has been selected. All subsequent loading of the Teleloader will
then take place from the RamDisk.

In order to circumvent this problem, a 'patch’ program has been included | )
with the Teleloader which will correct the problem and allow a full store ntroduction 2
to be made to disk. This program is run by pressing 'S’ when the
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L & R redirection

This option will allow you to specify any particular combination of drives
that your application will require, subject to the restriction of only two
drives. The order in which the drives are specified is important, as the
first specified drive will be allocated to the 'left' driver and the second
drive to the ’right’ driver. If there is no particular combination required for
an application, you should set L & R redirection to 'AB’.

Make RamDisk resident (Y/N)

This option will allow you to specify if the program should be copied to
the RamDisk, when the Teleloader is first loaded, in order to provide fast
access to that application.

During editing, if you wish to go back to an entry and change it, you can
press any cursor key, tab or the enter key to move through the menu
entry screen without altering any of the entered data until you reach the
entry you wish to modify. Once you are certain that the data is correct
you should press 'fi’ to leave the editing screen. To enter another
application into the Teleloader you should then press the required letter
followed by 'f1’ and then enter the data relevant to the new application. if
you wish to leave the Application Menu Entry screen, without accepting
any changes, you should press ’f8’.

When you have entered all the applications you require, you should then
press 'f8’ to abandon the editing screen. The changes which you have
made will now be saved to the RamDisk for future use and to any disk
which is present in drive A. For this reason, it is recommended that you
add new applications to the Teleloader with your master disk in drive A.

All the changes you have made will be seen as soon as you leave the
editing screen and return to the Teleloader menu but you should re—install
Teleloader if the additions are to be ram resident. This can be done by
pressing 'Ctrl-X' from the main Teleloader menu followed by 'START’
and ’9". If any of your newly installed applications are to be Ram resident,
they will now be installed on the RamDisk.
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Installing and using the Teleloader.

To install the Teleloader on the computer, all you have to do is to go to
the applications menu and list the contents of the Teleloader disk. Selgct
'SHELL’ and the Teleloader will automatically install itself on the RamDisk
and copy any programs which are specified as Ram resident.

The first thing you will notice is that several applications, such as 'DISK
UTILITIES’ and 'TELETOOLKIT’, are already installed in the Teleloader.
They may be used immediately or as examples for when you wish to
install your own applications.

If you wish to use any of these pre—installed applications all you have t‘o
do is press the key shown at the left of the application. Teleloader will
then search all the drives for the application and run it. This search also
includes the Read—Only memory which allows you to run applications
from the Top Level Menu without having to press the 'START’ key. lf a
drive has been specified as the defaut drive for the application, that drive
will be searched for the application and the program loaded and run. If the
application cannot be found on that drive, you will be returned to the
main Teleloader menu.

Help files relevant to the applications can be viewed on the screen, from v
the Teleloader menu, by pressing 'ALT f followed by the key for the
required application. 4 help files are provided with the Teleloader an.d you
can write others in Quill, in 40 column mode and save them to disk as
'export’ files, with an extension of '.thp’.

One of the special features of the Teleloader is that it is no} resident in
Ram while an application is running. This gives the application as much
memory as possible but means that Teleloader must be called again after
the application has stopped. However, after Teleloader has been lpaded‘for
the first time it will load much faster after that, as it will copy itself into
the RamDisk. You will find that the size of the RamDisk can be selected
by copying one of the two format programs (FORMATO072 or
FORMAT180) to a new file 'TFORMAT’. These two programs give you the
option of a 72 kbyte RamDisk or a 180 kbyte RamDisk. If you intend
using the CP/M + operating system on your computer, you should use
FORMATO072 as there is not enough memory to run CP/M and a 180
kbyte RamDisk on the Teledrive.

As supplied, the Teleloader will format a 180 kbyte RamDisk.
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The Teleloader can display up to 20 diferent applications on its main
menu and any of them may be edited. Access to the editing screen is by
pressing ‘f1’. When you do this, all the possible positions on the main
menu will be shown, with a cursor bar at position 'A’. You can move the
cursor to any position by merely pressing the corresponding key, ie, to
edit the application at position 'R’, you would press 'R’ and the editing
cursor would be moved.
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If you decide not to edit the position, you may leave the edit screen by
pressing 'f8' but if you wish to continue editing you should press ’f1’
again which will take you to the Application Menu Entry screen. At this
stage you will be presented with 7 options which are discussed below.

The Men:u description is the text that will appear on the main Teleloader
menu. Norm:ally you would use the program name but ‘anything may be
used. :

Application vname

The application name is the real name of the program, eg, TELELOOLKIT
or CP/M LOADER. This applies tn all disk or microdrive based software
and some rom based software like EXCHANGE. Most of the Top Level
Menu options require a special application name (see appendix).

Subsidiary file -

This option allows you to spécify if there is a further file required by the
application for its operation. It should only be used if the application is to
be copied to the RamDisk.

Help file

This ‘option allows you to display a help file on the screen whenever you
are at the Teleloader main menu. The Help files can be written by
yourself in Quill in 40 column mode. Your Help file should then be saved
in ’export’ mode with a file extension of '.thp’.

Default drive

This option allows you to specify a drive which the Teleloader will
attempt to load the application from. If the application is not present in
the specified drive the Teleloader main menu will be shown again.
However, if no drive is specified the Teleloader will search the available
drives in the order E, A, B, C, D, R, L.
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
