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The Full/brief display option allows you to choose between two formats of
display for the disk directory. The difference between the displays is the
amount of information provided about the files displayed. The default
display is the brief display and this will only give the filename and the file
type. With the Full display selected the information given is the same as
that provided by the file list display in the microdrive utilities, with the
addition of the time of the last update for each file. The Full/brief option
is also used to select the directory format for the 'f2' directory print
command.

Limitations of application loading

When applications are first loaded the information on how they were
loaded is passed to them. It is therefore possible to get applications that
load but because they have not been loaded via the applications menu,
will either lock up the system, or reset the system. To find out which
you can and cannot use is really a matter of trying each one, preferably
when there is nothing crucial saved or running within the computer.

Basic cannot be loaded in this way but can be loaded by a basic

application if there is sufficient memory available with the Teletoolkit
resident in memory.
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Directory Options
The following options are available.

+/— option

These options allow you to change the drive which is being displayed on
the screen. The '4' key will move to the next drive, (in alphabetical
sequence) and the '-' key will move to the preceeding drive. At all times
the sequence will be L,R,A,B,C,D,E,F and this is cyclic, ie, L will follow
F, and R will preceed A. Files are listed in ascending alphabetical order.

f0 / <space> — Highlight ALL / Highlight on/off

. The Highlight option will allow you to select which files you wish to

rename, delete, copy or load. 'f0’ will toggle the highlight on or off from
the current file to the end of the directory while <space> works on the
file directly under the cursor only. If no files are highlighted when using
one of the options (and always the case for 'f7 Exit to application’) then
the file under the cursor is taken as the file you wish action on.
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The Update directory option will force the directory of the disk in the
current drive to be read and displayed. This is usefull on single disk
systems where there is likely to be more changing of disks than with a
twin disk system, as the Teletoolkit software will not automatically detect
that there has been a change of disk. The other situation in which the
update option will be used is when a file has been copied to the same
disk under a different name, as the new file is not automaticaly added to
the directory display.

f2 — Print directory

If a printer is connected to the computer, the Print directory option will
produce a listing, giving the volume name, bytes remaining on the disk,
drive and an alphabetic list of all the files (in the same format as
currently displayed) on the current drive.

f3 — Rename files

The Rename option will allow you to change the name of a file, or a
number of files. In order to do this, place the cursor over the file you
wish to rename, or for more than one file use the highlighting facility (as
described above). Press the 'f3' key to go into the rename screen. The
computer will then give you the name of the first file and will allow you
to enter the new name. Press 'f1’ to accept the new name. Unless any
errors occur the screen will be updated with the next file to rename, or if
that was the last, the Disk Directory screen will be displayed.

~ Delete files

The Delete files option will permit you to delete files individually or in
groups. The file or files you wish to delete should be highlighted as
described earlier (or the cursor position is used). The computer will then
display the volume name, drive and the first file to delete. Files may then
be deleted individually by using 'f1’ or as a block by using 'f2’. If you
decide not to delete a particular file, you may ’skip’ the file by pressing
'f3'.
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f5 — Copy files

The Copy files option will allow you to copy any highlighted files from the
displayed disk to any of the other disks or microdrives (redirect L or R
back to the relevant microdrive as described earlier). The computer will
display the first of the highlighted files and will wait for a new filename
to be entered. Press 'Enter’ to leave the filename the same and enter the
destination drive, which may be the same as the source only if a new file
name has been entered. Use 'f1’ to copy the files individually or 'f2’ to
copy all the highlighted files without pausing. If you decide not to copy a
particular file, you may ’skip’ the file by pressing 'f3’.

Occasionaly, for some reason such as a full disk or microdrive, some files
will not be copied. When this happens, the Teletoolkit will return to the
Disk Directory and indicate the uncopied files by leaving them highlighted.
You can then copy them to another disk or microdrive.

f6 — Load applications

The Load applications option will allow one or more highlighted programs
to be loaded into memory from a disk or microdrive and then run in
background mode. When these programs have been loaded and the
Teletoolkit has returned to the disk directory, an asterisk (*) will appear
next to any programs that have loaded correctly. These programs will
continue to run in the background until you leave the Teletoolkit and
access them via 'Resume’, or the Applications menu.

IMPORTANT: See 'Limitations of application loading’ before use.

fl — View a file

>

. Use the cursor keys to select a file and by pressing 'f7’ you will be able
to look at the contents of that file. The file is displayed in ascii so it is

particularly useful for looking at text files.

f8 — Abandon

This option will allow you to exit from the directory screen to either
select a new drive, or to go further and access any other of the

Teletoolkit facilities. The other use of 'f8’ is to abandon any Teletoolkit
option which you may have selected by mistake.
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
