Xchange Task Control

To use XCHANGE, go to the TONTO Top Level Menu (if it is not already displayed), select Applications and when the Applications Menu appears, select Xchange.

In Xchange Task Control, Quill, Easel and Abacus, commands are issued by typing the first letter of the required command. In Archive however, all commands must be typed in full.

Up to eight tasks can be kept open at anyone time, using any combinaton of the Xchange applications.

The maximum number of memory files permitted to exist at anyone time is eight, but remember that each Quill task has a memory file associated with it.

When Xchange is first selected the default directories are: 'm' for data files and 'I' for HELP. They can both be changed with the Set command.

12 The Line Editor
You can use the Line Editor to change or correct anything you have typed on the input line. All the Xchange applications use the same line editor, but each uses it in the way most suited to that application.

For example, you use the line editor in Abacus to modify formulae and to modify text that you type as part of a command. In Quill, which is itself a very sophisticated editor, you use the line editor for certain specialised purposes. such as editing the text used in a command. Archive uses the line editor excJusively for editing database programs.

You cannot, in general, edit anything dispJayed by Xchange (such as the command word that appears when you select a command). You can edit anything you have typed yourself, or anything an application supplies as a suggested response.

You can edit in the following ways, using the following keys.
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Moves the cursor one character to the left Moves the cursor one character to the right

B&E] Moves the cursor left by one word B&E] Moves the cursor right by one word

Moves the cursor to the start of the text Moves the cursor to the end of the text

' B&8 Deletes one character to the left

                        EJ&E] Deletes the character under the cursor and closes up the text

In addition there are some combinations specific to Xchange, which perform some of the functions described above, with fewer keys. These are:

III Deletes all text to the right, including the

When you have edited a line of text with the line editor. the whole of the line is accepted by Xchange when you press ~ whether the cursor is at the end of the line or not.
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
