A GUI environment requires that a window
manager such as the Motif window manager be running on a windowing
workstation, X terminal, or other hardware for which an X emulator is available

(such as a PC or a Macintosh*) before you can start Corel WordPerfect. In this
guide, all these possible hardware configurations are grouped under the term X
